Eligibility for the FRS 2025 College Scholarship Program is: 

• Be a graduating high school senior. 
• Be a United States citizen. 
• Be sponsored by a current NTCA member (Star Communications). 
• Be accepted by an accredited two- or four-year college, university, or vocational/ 

technical school. 
• Have at least a C grade point average (GPA). 
• Express an interest to return to a rural community following graduation. 

Also, the applicant’s home of record with his/her respective high school must receive one of Star 
Communication’s services.
